({) In case the stock in the postession of any trader consists partly of
rice and partly of paddy, the total quantity of rice and paddy shall
constitute the total stock held by him.

(2) For the purpose of this Notification, the five-miles border-belt shall
mean a depth of five miles from the coastal line excluding the terri-
torial waters of Bangladesh so far as the coastal districts are
concarned.
