No. Inf/4E-29/76(Pt)/23750.—Whereas it is expedient to amend the
Resolution No. Inf/4E-29/76(Part) /13,300, dated the 18th August, 1976, for
the purposes hereinafter appearing;

Mow, therefore, it is hereby resolved that the following amendments be made
in the said Resolution, namly:—

Amendments,
In the said Resolution,—-
(I) in paragraph 3,—
(a) in sub-paragraph (2).—

(i) for clause (a), the following shall be substituted, namely:—

“(a) a Chairman to be appointed by the Government from among
a panel of three persons nominated by the Board:

Provided that the first Chairman shall be appointed by the
Government without such nomination;"™;

(ii) for clause (f) the following shall be substituted, naniely:—

. “(f) three officers, one each from the Ministry of Information and
Lroadcasting, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and the Educa-
tion Division (not below the rank of Joint Secretary) to be
nominated by the respective Ministry or Division:™;

(iif} clause (i) shall be omitted; and (iv) in clause (j), for the word
“Director” the words “Director General” shall be substituted: and

(b) after sub-paragraph (2), the following new sub-paragraplis shall be
added, namely:—

*{3) wherc any nominating body referred to in clause (b), fc), {(d)
or (f) of sub-paragraph (2) fails to send the name of its
nominee to the Chairman when invited by him to do so or where
no person can be nominated because the nominating body does
not exist for the time being, the Board shall be deemed to have
been validly constituted without such nominea.

{4) The Chairman of the Board shall hold office for a term of two
years from the date he enters upon his office:

Provided that, notwithstanding the q:xpira,ﬁoh of his term, a Chair-
man shall continue to hold office until his* successor enters upon his
office.";
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(2) in paragraph 4, for the word “Director” the words “Director General®
shall be substituted;

{3) for paragraph 7, the following shall be substituted, namely:—

“7.(1) The accounts of the Press Institute shall be audited cvery year
by a Chartered Accountant to be appointed by the Press Instituté after
consultation with the Government and the audit report shall be submitted
by the Press Institute, with its comments thereon, to the Government within
one month of its receipt.

(2) Notwithstanding the audit provided for in sub-paragraph (1), the
Government may cause the accounts of the Press Institute audited by the
I¥rector General, Commercial Audit, who shall submit the audit report to
the Press Institute, and the Press Institute shall forward the audit report,
with its comments thereon, to the Government within one month of its
receipt.”.
