This licence is liatle to be cancelled if the licensed premises when inspected
dre not found conforming to the description and conditions attached hereto
and contravention of any of the rules and conditions under which this licence
is granted is punishable with fine which may extend to Taka five hundred for
a first offence and which may extend to Taka two thousand for any subsequent
offence.

Conditions of Licence,

I. (a) Heavy petroleum in bulk shall be stored in tank constructed of
iron or steel properly erected and designed and the tank, with all pipes and
fittings, shall be so constructed and maintained as to prevent any leakage of
petrolenm, '

(&) All tanks of a capacity exceeding 2,000 gallons shall 'be surrounded by
& bank or wall, or sunk in a pit, so constructed and maintained as to be
able to contain without leakage the whole of the petroleum liable to be pre-
sent at any one time in the tank.

(c) A distance of not less than ten feet shall be kept clear between protected
works and the enclosure walls or hanks,

2, Heavy petroleum which is not in bulk shall be stored in a storage
shed which—

(@) the doorways and other openings shall ‘be built up to a height of one
foot above the level of the foor ;or

(b)Y the floor shall be sunk to a depth of one foot.

3. If the Licensing Authority calls upon the licensee by a notice in writing
to execute any repair to the licensed premises which may, in the opinion of
such Authority, be necessary for the safety of the premises; the licensee shall
execute the repairs within such period, not less than one munth from the date
of receipt of the notice, as may be fixed by the notice.
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4. No altera*ion shall be carried out in the licensed premises withoot

the previous sanction in writing of Licensing Authority. All alterations shall
be shown on an amended plan to be attached to this licence,

3, “When quantity to be stored exceeds 2,000 gallons but not exceeding
10,000 gallons, a distance of 10' feet shall be kept clear between protected
works and astorage of heavy petroleun.

6. Adequateprecautions shall be taken at all times for the prevention of
accident by fire or explosion.

T. Every care shall be taken to prevent any petroleum sscaping into any
drain, sewer. harbour, river or water course. :

8. Any accident. fire or explosion occurring within the licensed premises
which 1s attended with loss of human life or seriopus injury to persons or
property shall be reported to the nearest Magistrate or to the Officer-in-Charge
of the nearest Police Siation immediately and a copy of the report should
also be sent to the Licensing Authority.

9. Free access to the licensed premises shall be given at all reasonable
times to the officers authorised by the Government under section 13 or 14

of the Peiroleum Act, 1934, and every facility shall be afforded to such officer
for ascertaining that rules and the conditions of this license are duly observed.

10, (a) The licensee shall keeprecords and aecounts of all heavy petroleum
in stock and of sales or issues thereof. The accounts shall clearly indicate
datewise the opening balance, receipts. sales and closing balance. etc.

(b) The licensee shall exhibit the stock book and records to any officer
authorised under section 13 of the Petroleum Act, 1934, whenever an officer
calls upon him to do so.
