75-}[?.3. Sd[;tgd the flih August, 1979, asked the Bangladesh Steamer Agents
Association, Chamber Building, Bangabandhu Road, Agrabad, Chittagong at
present B. B. Courl (Ground floor), 54, 5;1‘-11}:1& Commercial Area, Chittagong
to show cause within 7 days of the receipt thereof why-the said Bangladesh
Steamer Agents Association should not be directed under section B(1)(b) of
tht:‘%'!dﬂ Organizations Ordinance, 1961 (XLV of 1961), to delete clause 3(30)
from the Memorandum of Association of Buangladesh Steamer Agents Associa-
tion within one month from the date of such direction and on failure of the said
Bangladesh Steamer Agents Association to do so why action shall not follow
under section 8(2) of the Trade Organizations Ordinance, 1961 (XLV of 1961);

And whereas the reply, dated the 20th August 1979, on behalf of the said
Bangladesh Steamer Agents Association to the aforesaid show cause notice was
duly considered and found to be not acceptable, and the Government, in
exercise of the powers conferred by section 8(1)({) of the Trade Organizations
Ordinance, 1961 (XLV of 1961), directed the said Bangladesh Steamer Apents
Association, by an order, dated the 15th October, 1979, to amend its Memoran-
dum of Association by deleting clause 3(36) thercof within 30 days from the
date of the said order with intimation to the Ministry of Commerce and the
Registrar of Joint Stock Companies, Dacca;

And whereas, in the Writ Petition No. 869 of 1979 filed by the said Bangla-
desh Steamer Agents Association before the High Court Division of the Supreme
Court of Bangladesh challenging the aforesaid order of the Government, the
High Court Division of the Supreme Court of Bangladesh issued on the 12th
November, 1979, Rule NISI calling upon the Secretary, Ministry of Commerce,
Government of the People's Republic of Bangladesh, to show cause why the
aforcsaid order of the Government should not be declared to have been made
without any lawful authority and of no legal effect, and stayed the operation
of the aforesaid order of the Government for four weeks and thereafter this
time was further extended;

And whereas, the High Court Division of the Supreme Coury of Bangladesh,
by its judgement and order, dated the 27th June, 1980, discharged the Rule
issued in the aforesail Writ Petition No. 869 of 1979 but stayed the operation
of its order, dated the 27tH June, 1980, for three weeks;

And whereas, in Civil Miscellancous Petition No. 25 of 1980, the Appeilate
Division of the Supreme Court of Bangladesh extended the stay granted by the
High Court Division of that Court in the aforesaid Writ Petition No. 869 of
1979 by 10 days;

And whereas the Appellate Division of the Supreme Court of Bangladesh,
in Civil Petition for Special Leave to Appeal No. 217 of 1980, by an order, ‘dated
the 31st July, 1980, granted leave to appeal and further extended the stay
granted by the High Court Division of that Court in the aforesaid Writ Petition
No. 869 of 1979 till the disposal of the appeal;
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And whereas the Appellate Division of the Supreme Court of Bangladesh, by
an order, dated the 20th November, 1980, in Civil Appeal No. 104 of 1980,
vacated the stay order granted by the High Court Division of that Court in the
aforesaid Writ Petition No. 869 of 1979 and subsequently extended by the
Appellate Division of that Court; 2

And whereas the Civil Appeal No 104 of 1980 was finally heard and the
Appellate Division of the Supreme Court of Bangladesh, by an order, dated the
10th February, 1981, was pleased to dismiss the sail appeal;

And, whereas, the said Bangladesh Steamer Agents Association has failed or
neglected to comply with the aforesaid order of the Government, dated the 15th
October, 1979, directing: to amend its Memorandum of Association by deleting
clause 3(36) thereof with intimation to the Ministry of Commerce and the
Repistrar of Joint Stock Companies, Dacca;

And whereas the Government, in view of its trade policy and in public
interest, considers it cxpedient to amend the Memorandum of Association of
Bangladesh Steamer Agents Agsociation in the manner hereinaftér appearing;

MNow, therefore, in eéxercise of the powers conferred by sub-section (2) of
section 8 of the Trade Organizations Ordinance, 1961 (XLV of 1961), the
Government is pleased to make the following amendment in the Memorandum
of Association of Bangladesh Steamer Agents Association with immediate effect,
namely :— _ ' :
