405-L,80/LIWVI/1(7)/79.—In exeicise of the powers
conferred by section 66 of the Industrial Relations Ordinance, 1969 (XXII of

1969), the Government is pleased to make the following amendments in the
Inaustrial Relations Rules, 1977, namely :—

In the aforesaid Rules,—

(1) in rule 5, after sub-rule (4), the following mew sub-rule shall be
inserted, namely:—

“(4A). Every registered trade union and registered federation of trade
unions shall maintain the particulars of oificers and stalement of particulars
of paid members in their respective trade union and federation of trade
unions in Forms N, O, P and Q respeciively.”;

(2) for rule 9 the following shall be substituted, namely:—

"9. Fees.—(1) The fee payable for the registration of a trade union

shall be Taka fifty and the fee for the registration of a federation of trade
unions shall be Taks one hundred.

(2) The Registrar may supply a certified copy of ihe constitution and
other documents of a registered trade union or a regislered federation of
trade unions to any member thereof or to any represeutaiive of the employer
on payment of Taka ten for the first two hundred words or less and Taka
five for every additicnal hundred words or fraction thereof,

(3) The Registrar may supply a duplicate certificar»
a registered trade union or federation to
of Taka twenty five only.

Committee.—Within 7(seven) days of the receipr of nominations from the
colecnve bargaining agent, the empieyer shal constitufc tne Participation
Lounutice by a nolce to Oe hung on ithe notice beard and furnish copies
t].PLreuf to the coliective bargaining agent under intimation to the Director of

Provided that the collective bargaining agent may make fresh nominations
in respect of any ‘epiesendalves of the workmen on the Participation
Commnttee at any subsequent time where the collective bargaining agent
has reason to believe that any such representative has lost his representative
character and the employer shall, within seven days of receipt of such
nomination, reconstitute the Participation Commitiee with such new
representative,

22, Constitution of Participation Committee where there is no collective
bargaining agenl.—In an estab ishment where there is no collective bargain-
ing agent, the empioyer within 15 days on receipt of the arder under sub-
section (1) of section 24 inform the Director of Lakour to this effect and
thereafter the Director of Labour shall direct the emplover to hald election
for choosing worknien’s representatives on the Pudicipation Committee
within one month from the date of the receipt of such direction.

23. Qualifications of candidates for election as a representative of the
Participation Commitiee—Any workinau of not less thun 21 years of age
and with a service of not less than one year in the estahlishment may be a
candidate for election by secret ballot as a representative of the workmen
on the Participation Committee:

Provided that the service qualification shall not apply to the first election
in an establishment which has been in existence for less than a year,

24, Qualifications of voters—All workmen, other than casual and hadli
workmen, who have put not less than 3 months’ service in the es:ablishment
shall be entitled to vole in the election of the representuatives of the workmen.

25. Procedure for election.—(1) For the purpose of election by secret
ballot to choose the representatives of workmien, the emplover shall, by
notice affixed to the notice board and by giving adequa‘e publicity amongst
the workmen, call upon the workmen to elect representaiives for the
Participation Commiitee.
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(2) Copies of voters’ list shall simuitaneously displayed in the notice
board and also in other conspicucus places in the establishment. A copy
of the voters’ list wiong with the noticc under sub-rule (1) shall be for-
warded to the Direclor of Labour who may authorise any of his officer to
supervise the electicn.

(3) The employer shall constitute an Election Commitiee consisting of
equal number of representatives of th ecmployer and the workmen to
conduct the election, which shall by nouice, copy of whick shall be forwarded
to the Director of Labour, appoint—

(a) a day, at least seven days alier the date of such notice, for the
nomination of candidates:

(b) a day for (he scrutiny of nomiaation papers;

(c) a day, which shall not be less than four days or more than ten days
after the sctutiny day, for the holding of election by secret ballot.

(4) The notice under sub-rule (3; shall also specify the number of
representatives to Lc chosen from amongst various groups, sections. shops
or departments of tke establishment. '

26. Nominations.—(1) Any voter may, for the purpose of election as
representative on the Participation Comuaittee, propose or second the name
of any person who is duly qualified to be elected as such representative.

(2) Every proposal shall be made by a separate nomination paper in
Form M which shall be supplied by the employer, and signed by the
proposer, seconder and the candidate.

_ (3) Every nomination paper shall be delivered on cor before the nomina-
ton day by the candidate or his proposer or seconder to the employer who
shall acknowledge in writing the receipt of nomination paper.

27. Scrutiny.—(1) The candidates, their proposers and seconders, and
any other person authorised in this behalf 5y such candidate may attend
the scrutiny of nomination papers, and the FElection Committee shall
give them reasonable opportunity for examining al! nomination papers
delivered to it under rule 26.

(2) The Election Committee shall, in the presence of the persons atten-
ding the scrutiny under sub-rule (1), examine the nomiration papers and
dispose of any objection raised by any such person to ary nomination.

(3) The Electios Committee may reject any nomination paper if it is
satisfied that— BR

(a) the candidaic is disqualified (o be a representative of the workmen
under rule 23; or

(b) any provision of rule 26 has oot been complied with.

28. Voting in clection.—(1) If the number of candidates who have
been validly nominsuted is equal to the number of representatives to be
elacbtad, léch;d Election Committee shall, by a notice, declare such candidates
o be & '
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(2) If in any group, section, shop or department, the number of
candidates is more than the number of seats allotied to it, voting shall take
place on the day fixed for election.

(3) The election shall be held through sceret ballst and shall be
conducted by the Election Committec.

29, Amrangement for election.—Ths Election Committee shall be
responsible for making all arrangements in connection with the election.

30. Office-bearess of the Participation Commiftre.— (1) The head of
the establishment shali be the Chairman of the Participation Committee
and shall preside over the meetings of the Participation Committee.

(2) The workmen’s representatives on the Participution Committee shall
elect the Vice-Chairman from amongs: themselves and he shall preside over
the meeting of the Purticipation Committes in the absence of the Chairman,

(3) The Personne! Officer or Labour Welfare Officer, who shall be one
of the employer's r=piesentatives on the Committee, shali act as Member-
Secretary and shall Le responsible ror keeping records of the meetings of
the Participation Ccmmittee and for coavening the miclings.

3l. Quorum of meeting.—(1) Proceedings of the meeting of the
Participation Committee shall be forwarded to the Director of Labour and
the Conciliator by the employer witiin 7 days of each meeting and the
Director of Labour may inspect or call for any record in this regard for
his examination.

(2) 50 per cent members from each side on the Committes shall
constitute the quorim und‘ any representatve failing te attend three consecu-
tive meetings shall luse his membership of the Committee.

32. Term of Office—(1) The term of th> Participation Committee
shall be two yedars {rom the date of its constitution.

(2) A member chesen to fill a casnal vacancy shall hold office for the
remaining term of the Participation Committes.

33. Vacancies.—In the event of workmen’s representative ceasing to be
employed in the establishment or in the event of his resigning or losing the
membership in the Participation Committee, his successer shall be elected
from the group, section, shop or depariment to whith the member vacatine
the seat belonged. 5

34,  Facilities fo. meetings, etc.—The emplove- shall provide accom-
modation for holding meetings of the Participation Coinmiitee. He shall
also provide all necessary facilities to the Committer and to the members
thereof for carrying out the functions of the Participation Committee.”;
